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Less than two years after the arrival of the first white
settlers in Orillia in 1832, the Rev. Adam Elliott held the
first Church of England services in the new settlement.

Over the next few years, the village was served periodically
by Mr. Elliott, the Rev. C.C. Brough, the Rev. George Hallen
and the Rev. F.A. O'Meara.

A petition dated March 24th, 1836 and signed by twenty-
eight 'Freeholders and Inhabitants of the Township Of Orillia'
sought the establishment of a Church as a regular place of
worship. The first St. James Church was finally built at
the corner of Coldwater and Peter Streets in 1841 on rectory
grounds which had been in use since 1831 as a place of
worship. The first vestry meeting was held on June 19, 1841
and the first resident clergyman was the Rev. John McIntyre.

The Churchyard was used as a burying grounds until 1873
when St. James joined with St. Andrew's Presbyterian Church
in the purchase of a new burying ground, which is now the main
cemetery for Orillia. The original eleven and a quarter
acres for the new cemetery were purchased from the estate of
Marcus McMullen for $1238, half to be paid by each congregation.
Until this time the Presbyterians had been using a cemetery
at the corner of Peter and Colborne Streets, but with the
purchase of the new grounds, all the bodies were moved there.
When the current St. James Church was built, a 'number' of the
bodies were removed from the grounds to the new location,
leaving the remains of several pioneers within the original
St. James Churchyard.

A few years ago, all the grave markers within the Churchyard
were gathered together and placed in a 'cairn' along the
south side of the grounds. This was done to better preserve
the stones from wear, and to serve as a memorial to some of
the first settlers of the city of Orillia.
