WORCESTER, Mass. (5/19/05)--A Worcester (Mass.) Superior Court jury found a 39-year-old man guilty of six counts of conspiracy to commit larceny in the robbery of more than $93,000 from five credit unions and a bank. Freddy Mayemba was convicted of robbing Grafton Suburban CU, North Grafton, Mass.; Millbury (Mass.) FCU; Webster First FCU, Webster, Mass; Worcester (Mass.) CU; Leominster (Mass.) CU and First Massachusetts Bank between July and November 2000. Mayemba still has larceny and attempted larceny charges pending against him. He and two co-conspirators would open new accounts by depositing worthless checks drawn on closed or false accounts then withdraw the money before the initial deposits cleared (Worcester Telegram & Gazette May 17) ...
